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5. Orient the rubber seal (2) so the adhesive 7. Insert the vacuum fan assembly next to the

side of the seal touches the flanged outer rim recovery tank, pull the vacuum fan assembly
of the elbow tube (1) and install the seal onto tight to the solution tank and elbow tube, and
the flanged edge of the tube. Refer to Fig. 3. reinstall the hardware to secure the vacuum

fan assembly into place. Refer to Fig. 5.

Test the vacuum to
ensure it functions. Observe for leaks where
new parts were installed.
